CIRCULAR

Rule 14 of the Maharasghtra Civil Services (Lsave)
Rules, 1981l empowers the competent authority at the request
of the Govermment servant to commute retrospectively the
leave already sanctioned into leave of a different kind®
which wag due and admissible to him at the time the leave
was granted. This request can be congidered by the competent
authority only during the tenure of his gervice and not affer
his retirement from gervice either on superannuation or
otherwise. This is in accordance with the provisions con-
tained under Rules 22 and 67 of the Maharashtra Civil Services
(Leave) Rule8, 1981 according to which all leave standing to
the credit of a Government servant lapseg as soon as he ceases
to be in Government service. Government ls therefore, pleased
to clarify that the powers vested in the competent authorities
under Rule 14 of the Maharashtra Civil Services(Leave)Rules, 1981
should pnot be exercised by them after the employee concerned
has ceased to be in service as it is irregular and violative of
the provisions of the statutory rules.
