Such denbie
payment of family pension is not consistent with the existing rules, Due to some disciepancics i the riles
it has become diflicult for the Pension Disbursing Authority to keep control on such double payinies

2. Todo away with such discrepancies, Government is now pleased to lay down the following proceduic:.
