RESOLUTION

} Vide Government Resolution, Finance Department, No. RES-1089/479/SER- 4,
dated 16th March 1990, Government has directed that in fixing the initial pay of
re-employed pensioners under the Rule 157 (2) of Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension)
Rules, 1982, the pension equivalent of death-cum-retirement gratuity or gratuity in lieu of
pension should not be deducted from the pay so fixed. It has been prescribed in the
aforesaid Government Resolution that the said orders shall have effect from 1st January
1990. '
2. However, with a view to implementing the Hon'ble High Court, Mumbai
judgment, dated 22nd June 2004, delivered in the case of "Writ Petition No.2893/1990-
Shri S.F. Rego V/s. State of Maharashtra & others," Gover.'ment is now pleascd to direct
that the decision ‘taken vide aforesaid Government Resolution, Finahce Department,
dated 16th March 1990, shall have effect from 1st June 1538.
3, These orders will also apply to re-employed pensioners who are already in
re-employment as on Ist June 1988 and in whose case pension equiva'ent of
death-cum-retirement gratuity or gratuity in lieu of pension was taken into consideration
while fixing their initial pay. Their pay would, thererfore, be required to be refixed with
effect from the Ist June 1988 by ignoring the element of pension equivalent of
death-cum-retirement gratuity or gratuify in lieu of pension.
4, The existing provisions of the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982 in
this respect should be deemed to have been amended to the extent of the provisions of
this Resolution. A formal amendment to these Rules will be made in due course.
