Vide Government Resolution, Finance Department, No.PEN-1099/303/SER-4,
dated 15th November 1999 and Government Resolution, Finance Department,
No.PEN-1099/304/SER-4, dated 15th November 1999, orders regarding revision of
pension/family pension of pre-1986/1996 pensioners/family pensioners have been
issued.

2. The question of regularisation of pre-1986/1996 pensjon/family pension
cases, where inspite of all the best efforts made by the concerned Departments/Offices
any kind of service record is not available, was under consideration of the
Government. Government is now pleased to decide that in such cases pension/family
pension shall be revised taking into account the minimum of the pay of the revised
pay scale introduced with effect from 1st January 1996 for the post last held by the
Government servant/pensioner at the time of his death/retirement.

3. The Heads of Departments/Offices should accordingly regularise such cases
of pre-1986/1996 pensioners/family pensioners as per the provisions of Government
Resolution, Finance Department No.PEN-1099/303/SER-4, dated 15th November 1999
and Government Resolution, Finance Department, No.PEN-1099/304/SER-4, dated
15th November 1999. However, while finalizing such cases it is obligatory on _the

part of the Head of Department/Office to certify that "inspite of all the best
efforts any kind of service record is not available," '
