VERNMENT RESQLUTION

In accordance with the provisions of rule 127 (3) of Maharashira Civil Services {Pension)
Rules, 1982, the amouit of gratuity withheld under sub-rule § of Ruie 137 can be adjusted by the
Head of Office against the outstanding dues intimated by the Executive Engineer concerned and
the balance, if any, 'refunded t0 the retired Goverament servani. It has now been brought to the
notice of the Government that there are a number of pension cases where a part of the
retirement/death gratuity has been withheld for a long pericd and therefore, such pension cases
have not yet been finalised. The reason for withholding the gratuity in most of the cases is the
inordinate delay on the part of Head of Office/Department in assessing the dues to be recovered
from the retiring Government servant, causing hardship'to him.

2. To mitigate this hardship to retired Government employees, Government is now pleased to
decide that such withheld amount of retirement/death gratuity shall be released by the Head of
Office/Department after the lapse of a period of one year from the date of retiremeni, in the
absence of assessment of the dyes payable. The Head of Oﬂiée/Departmcnt should review the
cases wherein retirement/death gratuity is withheld and forward such pension cases to the
Accountant General concerned for release thereof after the lapse of a period of one year.
Accountantability for non-assessment of dues in tine rests with the Head of Office/Department

concerned,
