(a) Pensioners in receipt of pension of Rs. 500 or less per month.—All Pension Disbursing Authorities are
hereby authorised to pay pension/family pension at the revised rates without any further authorisation from the
Accountant General, Maharashtra, Bombay or Accountant General, Nagpur, as the case may be. A table indicating
the existing pension and the consolidated pension due from Lst January 1986 is attached to the Marathi version,
for ready reference (Anmexure I). This table may he used where the pensioner is in receipt of a single pension only,
Where a pensioner is in receipt of more than one pension, consolidation may be done separately in terms of
paragraph 6.1, and as indicated in paragraph 7, floor ceiling of Rs. 375 may be applied to total pension from
all sources taken together. A suitable entry regarding the revised consolidated pension shall be recorded by the
Pension Disbursing Authorities in both halves of the Pension Payment Order. In the case of living pensioners
entry regarding updated family pension in terms of para 9.2. of these orders shall also be recorded in both halves
of the Pension Payment Otder by the Pension Disbursing Authorities.

In the second stage the respective Accountant General will intimate to the Pension Disbursing Authorities the
additional amount of pension becoming due under paragraph 5 of these orders. Necessary action in this behalf will be
initiated by the concerned Accountant General suo metu without waiting for any application either from the pensioners
or from the Pension Disbursing Authority. On receipt of intimation regarding revised pension from their respective
Accountant General, difference between pre-revised pension and revised pension shall be added by the Pension
Disbursing Authorities to the partly consolidated pension referred to above.

12. In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to section 248 of the Maharashtra Zilla Parishads and
Panchayat Samitis Act, 1961 (Maharashtra V of 1962} and of all other powets enabling it in that behalf, Government is
further pleased to decide that the above decisions apply to Zilla Parishad pensioners.

13. All Pension Disbursing Authorities are requested to ensure that half of the arrears accruing as a result of
these orders for the period from 1st January 1986 to 31st July 1987 should be paid in cash and balance should be invested
by the pensioners in one of the following long term Small Savings sCIips :—

(1) 6-Year National Savings Certificates VI Issue,
(2) 6-Year National Savings Certificates VIL Issue,
(3) Indira Vikas Patra. _
If half of the amount of arrears to be invested in any one of the above scrips is in excess of multiples prescribed

EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

Para 3.1 of the Resolution

1. The paragraph defines the * existing pensnoncrs * and the * existing family pensnoner as the case may be. The
expressions * existing pension ’, * existing family pension * and * existing relief in pension ' are also defined in the para-
graph as they appear at a number of places in the orders,

Para 4.1 of the Resolutior

2. For purposes of grant of additional relief, pensmners have been divided into 4 categories, e.g. those covered
by para 4.1(A), 4.1(B), 4.1(C) and 4.1(D). The pensioners covered by para 4. (AXD) and 4.1(A)(if) correspond to
Table 1. Those covered by para 4.1 (A) (iif) correspond to Table -2 or Table-3 with reference to which they were
drawing relief in pension on 1st January 1986. Those covered by para 4.1 (B) correspond to Table 2, those covered by
para 4, 1{C) correspond to Table 3 and those covered by para 4.1(D) correspond to Table 4 accompenying G.R.,F.D,,
No. TIP-1086/471 /SER-8, dated the 26th May 1986 regarding grant of relief in pension. The various references quoted
in para 4.1 of the Resolution are mentioned at the top of 4 Tables in said relief orders dated 2oth May 1986, Pension
Disbursing Authorities are already familiar with the distribution of pensicners among these 4 Tables in regulating relief
in pension in the past.

Para 5 of the Resolution

3. This paragraph is self explanatory. The additional pension becoming due as a result of difference between the
slab formula and the pension calculated at 50 per cent is not to be taken into account for purposes of computation of
additional relief under para 4.1 of the Resolution, as already mentioned in the said paragraph.

Para 6.1 of the Resolution

4. This paragraph is self explanatory. [t may please be noted that all calculations under the Resolution including
those indicated in the ready reckoner attached thereto are based on full pension inclusive of commuted portion if any,
Therefore, while making disbursements, commuted portion will have to be deducted.

Para 6.2 and 6.3 of Resolution

5. These paragraphs are self explanatory. Revised orders regarding grant of rehef to pensioners/family pensioners
under revised pattern have also since been issued under G.R.,F.D., No. PCR-1087/427/SER-10, dated 20th August 1987.
Some of the pensioners who retired between 31st March 1985 and 31st December 1985, are in teceipt of Personal
Pension. This Personal Pension, will continue as a separate element as mentioned in para 6.2 of the Resolution. The
said Personal Pension was not taken into account for grant of relief in pension in the past. In future also it will not be
taken into account for grant of dearness relief under the revised pattern.

Para 8 of Resolutlon

6. The paragraph is self explanatory. It may be noted that while the notional relief in pension which employed/
re-employed pensioners would have drawn but for their employment/re-employment, will be taken into account in
the process of consolidation of their pension from st Janaury 1986, future dearness relief beyond ist January 1986
will not be allowed to them so long as they are employed/re-employed in organisations specified in para § of
Explanatory Memo attached to G.R.,F.DD.,, PCR-1087/427/STR-10, dated the 20th August 1987.

Para 9 of Resolution

7. The paragraph is self-explanatory. It may be noted that while pension will be consolidated under clause (A)
(B), (C) or (D) of para 4.1. as may be applicable, family pension will be consolidated vnder clause (A) in ali cases. By
way of illustration an example is given at Appendix indicating how pension and family pension will be consolidated
with effect from 1st January 1986 in respect of cases falling under para 9,2. It will he seen therefrom that while pension -
has been part consolidated under clause (C), family pension has been consolidated under clause (A).

8. Other paragraphs of the Resolution are self-explanatory.
