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Grant of Family Pension to the wholly
dependent Parents of a deceased

‘single’ Government servant

Introduction -

As per Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982, the parents of a
Government servant, having no independent means of sustenance and are wholly
dependent on him/her, are not entitled to any family pension in the event of his/her
death either while in service or after his/her retirement. This is due to the fact that the
definition of the term, ‘family’, under the existing Pension Rules, does not cover parents
of a Government servant. As a social security measure, therefore, the scope of the
term, ‘family’, defined under the Pension Rules, has been enlarged restrictively, by
amending it suitably to include into its ambit, only the wholly dependent parents of a
‘single’ Government servant. The term, ‘single’ Government servant has also been
defined and inserted in the Pension Rules accordingly. To give effect to the intended

security measure, the Government is pleased to pass the following resolution.

Resolution

1. This Government Resolution, shall come into effect from the date of its issue and
shall be the ‘appointed day’ for the purpose of this Resolution.

2. A ‘single’ Government servant would mean a Government servant, who is the
only surviving child of his parents and is unmarried or if married, who has no
surviving spouse and children

3. Wholly dependent parents of a Government servant means such parents who do
not have any independent means/source of economic sustenance and are solely

dependent on him/her, for all their financial needs.
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4. The wholly dependent parents of a deceased ‘Single’ Government Servant shall
be entitled to family pension under the Pension Rules if his ‘family’, as defined under
clause (16)(b) (i) (ii) and (iii),of rule 116 of the said rules, ceases to exist.
5. The wholly dependent parents of a deceased ‘Single’ Government Servant shall
be entitled to family pension only if the names of the parents are declared by him/her,
at the time and in the manner specified at Sr. No. 6 below.
6. In the case of a Government servant who,

(a) is in Government service on the appointed day and is governed by the
Pension Rules may file such declaration with the Head of his/her present Department
or the Head of his/her present office if such officer is not below the rank of Class I
Officer.

(b) has retired before the appointed day on attaining the age of
superannuation or has retired voluntarily before the appointed day and is entitled to
or enjoying the pensionary benefits on the appointed day, may file such declaration
within a period of ninety days from the appointed day, with the Head of the
department or as the case may be, with the Head of the office, where such
Government servant was working at the time of his/her retirement if such officer is not
below the rank of Class | Officer.

7. . The pensionary benefits shall not be admissible to the parents of a
Government servant who,
1) Has failed to file a declaration as specified above, and
2) Dies during,
(a) The pendency of a Departmental Enquiry instituted against
him/her.
(b) The period of his/her unauthorized absence while in service.
8. Government is also pleased to direct that above decision should mutatis
mutandis, apply to those employees and pensioners of Recognised and Aided
Educational Institutions, Non-Agricultural Universities and Affiliated Non-Government
Colleges and Agricultural Universities to whom the pension scheme is made
applicable.
9. In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Section 248 of the
Maharashtra Zilla Parishads and Panchayat Samities Act, 1961 (Mah. V of 1962)
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and of all the other powers enabling it in that behalf, Government is further pleased
to decide that the above decision shall apply to the employees and pensioners of
Zilla Parishads.

10. The expenditure on this account should be debited to the Budget Heads to which
the retirement benefits of the employees mentioned in the above paras are debited
and should be met from the grants sanctioned there under.

11. A formal amendment to Maharshtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982,will be

made in due course.
