RESOLUTION

Under the existing rules for Commutation of Pension a pensioner is entitled to a lumpsum
payment if he surrenders permanently a portion of his pe_nsion not exceeding one-third thereof.
This commutation is permissible immediately after retirement or at any time thereafter at the
option of retiree. The question of restoring the commuted portion of pension of State Govern-
ment Pensioners was under consideration of Government for some time past. Government is
now pleased to decide as follows :(— - .

(a) The State Government Pensioners who bave commuted a portion of their pension
. and on 1st April 1985 or thereafter have completed/or will complete 15 years from their
- respective dates of retirement will have their commuted portion of pension restored.

(b) In cases, where period of 15 years of retirement is already over pefore 1st April

1985, commuted portion of pension is to be restored with effect from 1st April 1983.

5 The State Government employees who got themselves absorbed under Public Sector
Undertakings/Autonomous bodies/Local Bodies etc. and have received/or opted to receive
commuted value for one-third of pension as well as terminal benefits equal to the commuted
value of the balance amount of pension jeft after commuting one-third of pension are not
entitled to any benfit under these orders as they bave ceased to be State Government Pensioners.

3. Each Pensioner, who is eligible to get the commuted portion of his pension restored in

terms of Paragraph 1 above is required to apply in the enclosed prescribed proforma (Annexure-1)
duly completed, to the Pension Disbursing Authority who will restore the Commuted portion of

- pension, if the commuted amount has been mentioned in the Pension Payment Order and will

also pay the arrears, if any. :

4. In cases where the pensioner has completed 15 years from the date of retirement on
1st April 1985 or thereafter and had died subsequently, his/her legal heir(s) isfare also entlited
to receive arrears with effect from 1st April 1985 (or from the date of completion of 15 years from
the date of retirement whichever is later), till the date of the pensioner’s death. For this purpose,
legal heir(s) may also apply to the Pension Disbursing Authority.

5. In the cases where the Pension Payment Order does not contain information regarding
commuted portion, Pension Disbursing Authority will obtain the information from the Accounts
Officer which issued the Pension Payment Order. ' _ '

6. The Pension Disbursing Authority will intimate to the Accounts Officer, who had issued
the Pension Payment Order, the full particulars of each pension case along with the amount of
pension restored for verifying its correctness, in the Form given at Annexure II attached to the
Marathi version of this Resolution. _ ‘ : ‘ '

7. These orders aJso apply to pensioners who are drawing pension under the Maharashtra
Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982 or the pension rules which were in existence prior to the

" introduction of the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982. They shall also apply to

pensioners who are drawing Pension under the Pension Rules of the former States of Old Bombay,
Hyderabad and Madhya Pradesh applicable to them at the time of their retirement.

8 In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to section 248 of the Maharashtra
Zilla Parishads and Panchayat Samitis Act, 1961 (Maharashtra V of 1962) and of all other
powers enabling it in that behalf, Governtnent is further pleased to decide that these orders also
apply to Zilla Parishad pensioners.
