CONSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No. PEN. 1098/45/SER-4.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the
proviso to article 309 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Maharashtra
is hereby pleased to make the following rules further to amend the Maharashtra
Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982, namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension)
{Amendment) Rules, 1998.

2. In rule 10 of the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982—

(@) for sub-rule (1), the following sub-rule shall be substituted and shall
be deemed to have been substituted with effect from the 29th May 1998,
namely :—

“(I) Except as otherwise provided in this rule, every Government
servant shall retire from service on the afternoon of the last day of the
month in which he attains the age of sixty years :

Provided that a Government servant whose date of birth is the first
of a month shall retire from service on the afternoon of the last day of the
preceding month on attaining the age of sixty years.”;

(b) for sub-rule (2), the following sub-rule shall te substituted and shall
be deemed to have been substituted with effect frcm the 29th May 1998,
namely —

~ “(2) No Government servant shall be granted extension/re-employment
in service beyond the age of retirement of 60 years.”.
