No. CRTT./2009/C.R.398/09/V1.—In exercise of the powers conferred by
sub-sections (1) and (2) of section 27 of the Right to Information Act, 2005
(22 of 2005), the Government of Maharashtra hereby please to make the
following rules further to amend the Maharashtra Right to Information
Rules, 2005, as follows, namely :—

‘1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Right to Information
(Amendment) Rules, 2012. :

9. After rule 3 of the Maharashtra Right to Information Rules, 2005,
the following rule shall be inserted, namely :—

“3A. Request relate only to single subject matter.—A request in
writing for information under section 6 of the Act shall relate to one
subject matter and it shall not ordinarily exceed one hundred and fifty
words, If an applicant wishes to seek information on more than one
subject matter, he shall make separate applications :

Provided that, in case the request made relates to more than one

subject matter, the Public Information Officer may respond to the request

. relating to the first subject matter only and may advice the applicant to
- ‘make a separate application for each of the other subject matters.”
