NOTIFICATION

REGISTRATION OF BIRTH AND DEATH AcCT, 1969.

No. Jamruno. 2014/C.R. 221/F.W.— Whereas, the Nagpur Bench of the Bombay High Court,
vide order dated 17th December 2013, passed in Criminal Public Interest Litigation No. 4 of 2013,
has held that the Executive Magistrate does not possess the jurisdiction to issue an order under
sub-section (3) of section 13 of the Registration of Births and Deaths Act, 1969 (18 of 1969),
authorising the delayed registration of a birth and death ;

And whereas, it is expeditent to direct that the said power to authorize the delayed
registration of a birth or death shall be exercised by the Judicial Magistrate of First Class of the
Metropolitan Magistrate of the concerned area ;

And whereas, it is expedient to amend sub-rule (3) of rule 9 of the Maharashtra Registration
of Births and Death Rules, 2000 (hererinafter referred to as “the said rules”), for the purpose.

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by section 30 of the Registration of Births
and Deaths Act, 1969 (18 of 1969) and of all other powers enabling it in that behalf, the central
Government amends the said rules, as follows :(—

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Registration of Births and Death (Amendment)
Rules, 2015.

2. In rule 9 of the said rules, for sub-rule (3), the following sub-rule shall be substituted,
namely :—

“(8) Any birth or death which has not been registered within one year of its occurrence
shall be registered only on an order of the Judicial Magistrate of First Class or the Metropolitan
Magistrate concerned, after verifying the correctness of birth or death, on payment of a late
fee of rupees ten.”
