further to amend the Maharashtra Legislature Members (Removal of
Disqualifications) Act.
WHEREAS both Houses of the State Legislature are not in session ;
AND WHEREAS the Governor of Maharashtra is satisfied that
circumstances exist which render it necessary for him to take immediate
action further to amend the Maharashtra Legislature Members
L%?m. (Removal of Disqualifications) Act, for the purposes hereinafter
1956, appearing ;
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NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause
(I) of article 213 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of
Maharashtra is hereby pleased to promulgate the following Ordinance,
namely :(— ' R

1. (I) This Ordinance may be called the Maharashtra Legislature

Members (Removal of Disqualifications) (Amendment) Ordinance,
2004.

'(2)' It shall come into force at once.

2. A person shall not be disqualified for being chosen as, or for

f being, a member of the Maharashtra Legislative Assembly or the

Maharashtra Legislative Council, merely by the reason of the fact that
he holds the office of the Chairman or Member of the Maharashtra
State Marathi Encyclopaedia Production Board, reconstituted by the
Government of Maharashtra by Government Resolution, Social Justice,
Cultural Affairs, Sports and Special Assistance Department, No. VNM-
2003/CR 1/C.A.-2, dated the 11th February 2003 read with Government
Resolution, Social Justice, Cultural Affairs, Sports and Special
Assistance Department, No. VNM-2003/CR-1/C.A.-2, dated the 21st
July 2003; and accordingly, in Schedule I to the Maharashtra Legislature
Members (Removal of Disqualifications) Act, after entry 22, the
following entry shall be added, namely :—

“23 . The office of the Chairman or Member of the Maharashtra
State Marathi Encyclopaedia Production Board, established by the
Government of Maharashtra.”.

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STATEMENT

The Maharashtra State Marathi Encyclopaedia Production Board has been
reconstituted by the Government of Maharashtra, under the Governmept
Resolution, Social Justice, Cultural Affairs, Sports and Special Assistance
Department, No.VNM-2003/CR 1/C.A.-2, dated the 11th February 2003 read
with Government Resolution, Social Justice, Cultural Affairs, Sports and Special
Assistance Department, No.VNM-2003/CR-1/C.A.-2, dated the 21st July 2003,
for the purposes of the preparation and publication of the Marathi Encyclopaedia.
The Chairman of the said Board is entitled to the honorarium of Rs. 5,000 per
month and also provided with certain other facilities like sitting allowance,
chauffeur driven Government vehicle, telephone at residence and office and
travelling and daily allowances for the journeys undertaken for official purposes
or official tours and certain other allowances. The members of the said Board are
also entitled for sitting allowance and travelling and daily allowances for
attending the meetings of the Board.

The work of preparation and publication of the Marathi Encyclopaedia
requires vast knowledge and aptitude for research as well as mastery over the
Marathi language. Therefore, learned and scholarly persons are appointed on
the post of the Chairman or Member of the said Board.

However, the above facilities alongwith the payment of honorarium might
make the said offices as an office of profit under the State Government and
attract the provisions of article 191(1)(a) of the Constitution relating to the
disqualification for being chosen, or for being a Member of the State Legislature
under the said article, discouraging some worthy and learned person from
accepting the said offices and depriving the State from benefitting from their
knowledge.

In view of this, it is felt by the Government that only on account of holding of
such office, the bearer of such office should not incur disqualification for being
chosen, or for being a Member of the State Legislature. Therefore, Government
considersit expedient to declare that the holders of the said offices shall not incur
any disqualification for being chosen, or for being a Member of the State
Legislature, on account of holding the said offices and for that purpose to amend
the Maharashtra Legislature Members (Removal of Disqualifications) Act
(Bom. LII of 1956), and incorporate the said offices in the Schedule I to the said
Act as provided by section 2 of the said Act, so as to save the holders of such offices
from incurring any disqualification by virtue of the said article 191 (1)(a).

2. As both Houses of the State Legislature are not in session and the
Governor of Maharashtra is satisfied that the circumstances exist which render
it necessary for him to take immediate action further to amend the Maharashtra
Legislature Members (Removal of Disqualifications) Act (Bom. LII of 1956), this
Ordinance is promulgated.
