the monetary limit on the Travelling Allowance of the Government
servants who were in receipt of Permanent Travelling Allowance prior
to its abolition has been raised to two and half times the basic
Permanent Travelling Allowance. The question of raising the above
1imit was under consideration of Government for some time past
Taking into account the considerable rise in the expandliture on
travelling and standard of living since the issue of ahove orders,
Governmment ls pleased to direct that the limit of two and half times
of the basic Permanent Travelling Allowance should be ralsed from
1st August 1981 to three and quarter times of the basic Permanent
Travelling Allowance or the existing limit should be enhanced by 30%
e.g. one who used to get Rs. 100/~ permanent travelling allowance
originally and Rs.250/- as per Government Resolution, Finance
Department, dated llth August, 1977 will now be entitled to the

travelling allowance to the extent of Rs.325/- from lst August, 198l.
